Total Child Report Assignment
Step 1 - Choose 1 child to study in-depth, and write your report on.  Choose this child carefully – make sure the child you choose is interesting to you (as you’ve observed the class, there are probably a few children who stand out to you), and has regular attendance on your lab day (check with the specialist for this).
Step 2 – 
· Gather developmental information (specific observations) for your report.  Use one ‘Developmental Milestones Collection Form’ for each area of development you observe.  You will gather information for 6 developmental areas – physical, identity/emotional, social, spoken language, emergent reading/writing and cognitive.  (see forms)

· As you gather the information, be sure to document your observation(s) with a photograph and work samples if appropriate (you may ask the specialist to make a copy of a writing sample, a drawing, etc.).  You should have at least one specific observation for each developmental area, and the appropriate documentation to support it.  

Step 3 – After you have gathered your data, you will interpret your observation, and plan an activity/materials to further growth in each developmental area.  (See forms)

Step 4 – Complete the summary information for your child, using all of your documented observations, plus the information gathered in the Desired Results assessment tool.
Step 5 – Put your report together in a professional manner.  Your report must be typed and bound together.  Presentation counts!  

Step 6 – Be prepared to present your report in a short oral report to your classmates.  Your report should include your child’s first name (only), a few highlights of his/her development, and one of the activities you would plan/why.
